When the actual 
Olympics started, we have been tracking our countries' medal awards and 
putting the medals won on the posters we made.   This has been a fun way 
to research and study countries of the world!  �

During the month of February, Mrs. Campbell’s class followed the Winter Olympics in Vancouver, 
British Columbia, Canada.  The students studied the geographical and cultural information of the 
area.  They also made a large pictograph of the medal count, reading a daily chart of the medals 
awarded to each country.  Using the Internet, the students found and colored the flags of each of 
the participating countries.  Each morning, the students warmed up with a little physical activity in 
the gym, and then would watch video clips of the Olympic events from the night before.  To end the 
unit, the students made the Olympic Rings using pretzel rings and melted colored chocolate.  The 
United States won the most medals, followed by Germany and Canada.  Go USA! 



 One of the 
fourth grade Science 
standards is to study 
about processes that 
shape the Earth.  
Students learn how 
wind, water, and ice 
shape and reshape 
the Earth’s land sur-
face by eroding rock 
and soil in some ar-
eas and depositing 
them in others.  
These processes 
produce landforms 
like deltas, dunes, 
plateaus, and plains.  
Part of this study in-
volves examining fos-
sil records to dis-
cover evidence of 
changes on the Earth 

that have occurred 
over millions of 
years.  Instead of just 
looking at pictures 
and watching a video 
about fossils students 
in Mrs. Reisner’s 
fourth grade Science 
classes decided to 
make mold and cast 
fossils from plaster.  
The mold fossils 
were made the first 
day and the results 
were beautiful clam 
shell fossils.  When a 
new layer of plaster 
was poured on top of 
the existing fossil, the 
students were a little 
nervous.  Would we 
ruin our mold trying 

to make our cast fos-
sil?  There was no 
need to worry be-
cause the results 
were wonderful!  
When the plaster 
mold was twisted 
open, the students 
saw two prints of the 
same shell – a cast 
and mold fossil.  The 
fossils really got stu-
dents thinking about 
what the Earth may 
have been like long 
ago, and they were 
able to take a little bit 
of their past home 
with them in their 
book bags!

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Schools will have new immunization requirements for the 2010-2011 school year 
from the Ohio Department of Health (ODH). As you may remember, the Ohio Re-
vised Code (ORC) 3313.67 and 3313.671 indicate that schools are responsible for 
ensuring that students who enroll in school have immunizations required by ODH. 
The statute also states that schools are to keep records of the immunizations. 

  

The requirements do not include new immunizations; rather, the schedule for when 
students receive them has been changed. Please integrate the new requirements 
into your Fall enrollment information and prepare to share this information with fami-
lies. The changes in requirements are: 

The addition of a diphtheria, tetanus and pertussis  (Tdap) booster for seventh-
grade students.  

The addition of a second dose of varicella (a progressive requirement starting with 
kindergarten for 2010); and 

The fourth dose of polio being administered on or after the fourth birthday. 

  

The most significant change is the Tdap booster for  incoming seventh-grade 
students, because currently only 30 percent of thes e students have received 
this inoculation!
